Expository Answer

Many of the townsfolk in Maycomb believe Atticus Finch is failing to raise his children properly.  Your assignment is to either agree or disagree that Atticus is a “bad father,” supporting your answer with specific examples from the novel.  

This is an expository answer so do not write in the first person (using “I” statements).

Incorporate at least two quotes into your answer.  Remember quotes should be integrated, or joined, into your own sentences. Quotes cannot stand alone.
Incorporating part of a sentence:

Ex) Calpurnia is the disciplinarian of the family. Scout describes her hand as “wide as a bed slat and twice as hard” (p.6).

Ex) Dill is a fantastic liar, claiming “his mother for a photographer in Meridian [and] had entered his picture in a Beautiful Child contest and won five dollars” (p.7).

*** use [] around anything you have changed in your quote

Joining a full sentence to a full sentence quote:

Ex) Jem uses Scout as a scapegoat to avoid dares: “Jem had his little sister to think of the time [she] dared him to jump off the top of the house” (p.14).


*** use a colon (:) to separate two full sentences

When using quotes – use only the words necessary to make your point.  Don’t incorporate long passages or dialogue between multiple characters unless absolutely necessary.
