1) With a singular noun, add an ‘ and an s

Ex:
Cathy’s book



Thomas’s hat



The dog’s toy

The class’s assignment
2) With a plural noun that does not end in s, add an ‘ and an s


Ex: 
The men’s department


The children’s playground
3) With a plural noun that ends in s, add only an ‘


Ex: 
The employees’ parking lot



The cats’ veterinarian


The classes’ assignment
Other uses:

1) In a contraction – to replace missing letters

Ex:  
cannot > can’t


I am > I’m

 
it is > it’s
2) Missing numbers in a date

Ex:
 class of 1982 > class of ‘82

3) Plural letters or numbers
Ex:
I received two A’s
on my report card.


He had three 10’s in his poker hand.
4) Adjectives expressing time and amount
