Concluding an Essay

You must restate your thesis in your concluding paragraph – this does not mean that you copy the thesis from your first paragraph.  You must remind the reader of the main idea using different words.

Thesis – in the first paragraph

All men are snobs about something, whether it be their athletic prowess, their cars or their facial hair.

Restated – in the fifth paragraph

Therefore, it is a certainty that all men are prone to brag about something.
After restating the thesis, finish your essay with a closing thought.  Your closing thought should leave the reader with a strong last impression.

Possible ideas:

a) Return to your hook – remind the readers about the question you asked or the quote you used. 

Example:

So who was large, green and terrifying?  Shrek, an ogre, but one who learned to love and open his heart to others.

b) Call to action – ask the reader to take a stand on a particular action.  

Example: 

If you want to make a difference in your school, fight racism and join your school’s United Nations club.

c) Consider using another hook technique as a closing.
