MSND Performance Outline

You must create a two-minute performance based on Shakespeare’s A Midsummer Night’s Dream. 

Your performance should include:

· key characters and themes from the original play

· use at least 25% of the play’s original language

· include props, costumes and scenery

· quality acting (you have rehearsed and memorized your lines)

· entertainment (your scene keeps the audience’s attention)

Creativity is encouraged in your performance as well.  Consider what changes or adaptations to the play would make your performance unique.

· Perhaps you may create a puppet show or video game based on the play
· Maybe you will change the setting or genre of the play. What would MSND be like with a western or martial arts theme?

· What would the audience think of a musical version of the play?

· A person could take on one of the characters, creating a two-minute monologue from MSND or students may work together in a group to create a performance.  For each student, two minutes must be performed (i.e. a group of four must present an eight-minute scene)
· Performances may be performed in front of the class or be pre-recorded.  Extensions will not be given for technical difficulties so be prepared to perform live!

· This performance is meant to be an adaptation so you may change the plot in your version

· There are many possibilities so use your imagination!
