A compound sentence consists of two or more simple sentence (one subject and predicate) joined together.  The parts of the sentence may be joined together by a coordinating or a semicolon.

The end of the term is near and everyone is looking forward to Spring Break.

Brian is small, but he is an excellent guard.

The price of gas has risen steadily; experts predict it will continue to rise.

The complex sentence is a sentence that contains one main clause (sentence) and one or more subordinate clauses.


Main Clause

A subordinate clause cannot stand alone; it must be joined to a main clause.  

If she could have some water = FRAGMENT.

Subordinate clauses begin with subordinating coordinators:

If, since, where, when, that, while, although, …
